I have no rhythm. I dance
like the skinny white boy
that I amy, in all its hilarious
glory. So when my CT 400
professor old us that our
class would be partaking in
a dance workshop by Cirque
duSoleil’s Debra Brown, you
probably could have picked
my jaw up off the floor -
this was not what I signed
up for. I expected theories
and leclures as opposed o
tableaux and workshops.
Donning  my  best  sweal
pants, | tried to brace myself
for the embarrassment that
was sure Lo ensue.

Debra  Brown  is  a
Brantford native (a graduate
of  Brantford  Collegiate
Institute} and who has been
the principal choreographer
for Cirque du Soleil since
1987. She has also worked
in opera which she cites as
an interesting  experience
{working primarily  with
singers who don't mowve).
More recently she’s worked
with Shakira and Whyclef
Jean for their World Cup
Performance im 2006,

Previously in class, we
had been asked to sketch
or own lifelines in response
to a film we watched about
patients with terminal illness
who had done the same. It
was when Brown had us
each show our own lifelines
while she moved around the
circle commenting on each
one [mine was referred to as
elegant’) that she found the
focus our workshop would
take.

As we spoke after class,
Browwn explained it was the
lifeline, looking at all those
interesting journeys. They
were all astory in themselves

and that's what led to me
the rhythm of life.”

The rhythm of life is the
soundtrack she's chosen for
us. The lyrics are a spoken
word translation of a speech
given by the Dalai Lama in

Brown first has us listen
to the Iyrics and write down
some of the words that stand
out tous. My list includes the
words, "mind, free, respect
and immortality™ as pieces
that seemed particularly
important. Mow  she
instructs us all o stand
and plays the music for us
one more time, telling us to
“give [yourselves] a shake
o wake up.” She tells us
to fieel the music and move
accordingly.  In my case,
that amounted to a lot of
small, awkward vibrations
of my arms and legs.

She then hands out long
sheets of paper and markers
to the class, giving each
participant a lyric from the
song to write down. She
explains that when our lyric
plays in the song, we are
to burst through in a fAurry
of movement to the front
of the group and display
the lyrics to the audience.
As we continued through
this exercise I found myself
loosening up and  losing
some of the shyness that
I started the day with. It
seemed pretty fitting that
my lyric was "can vou come
with me and I'll set you
free.”

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Does women’s

Olympic future?

There was much debate earlier
this year when the I0C decided to
scrap the women'’s ski jumping event
from the Vancouver games, with the
organizers claiming it was not com-
petitive enough, and feminists claim-
ing that removing it would eliminate
more grassroots program for women,
arguing that it is setting the women’s
movement in sports backwards.

Now women’s hockey faces the
same problems and issues.

The controversy started after

was seen with women'’s softball be-
ing taken off the schedule for the up-
coming Olympics.

“Hopefully, in a couple of days
there will be closer games and we
won't have to be talking about this,”
said U.S. captain Natalie Darwitz in
an interview with the Seattle Times.
“It would be very unfortunate if
they took women's hockey out of
the Olympics because this is all we
have.”

Other players speak of the long
process it takes for a country to get a
national team started up and up-to-
speed.

“l hope you guys (the media)
won't ridicule the result or say this
isnt good for women’s hockey,”
said Caroline Ouellette, a Canadian
forward, at a press conference. ‘I
would love to play tough and tight
games, but you have to understand
that’'s women'’s hockey. It's not high-
ly regarded in a lot of countries. The
Czech Republic is a great hockey

The Olympic Winter Games have re-
turned to Canada after more than a 20-
year absence. Previously held in Calgary,
Alberta in 1988, the 2010 Vancouver
Olympics are now on every channel, in
every newspaper and on the tip of every
Canadian's tongue.

mony was held indoors. The Aboriginal
peoples of British Columbia welcomed
athletes and fans from around the world
to Vancouver for the winter games. The
action on the main stage was awe-inspir-
ing with animation and lighting effects
that made even the most unrealistic set-
ting come alive. Canada was the center
of attention, and each cultural story and
each poetic word described Canada as
the wonderful mosaic it is. Over 2600
athletes are performing from over 80 dif-
ferent countries, but unfortunately one of
them met a tragic end on the day of the
opening ceremony.

Nodar Kumaritashvili, an Olympian
from Georgia, was involved in a violent
accident during a training run for the
luge at the Whistler Sliding Centre. Ku-
maritashvili lost control and was thrown
from his sled, hitting a steel pole at over
140 km/h and dying shortly after. Al-
though the day was burdened with sad
news, the opening ceremony continued
and Georgia's athletic team appeared
strong with heads held high, wearing
black armbands to mourn the death of
their teammate. Vancouver Olympic or-
ganizing committee CEO John Furlong

and International Olympic Committee
President Jacques Rogge acknowledged
the loss.

“You compete with such bravery, con-
viction and pride at these Games,” Fur-
long said, referring to all Olympic ath-
letes.

“You now have the added burden to
shine and be united around your fallen
colleague, Nodar. May you carry his

compete with his spirit in your hearts.”

And athletes, there were aplenty. The
largest numbers of athletes brought to
the games were by the United States of
America with 216. Canada brought 206
athletes, of which 116 are men and 90 are
women. To conclude the opening ceremo-
ny, Wayne Gretzky carried the Olympic
torch towards the waterfront to light the

Alexandre Bilodeau made history by

birth control. They think only
one partner being protected is
enough. A survey was then gen-
erated to see what some Laurier
Brantford students really think
about unprotected sex and
protection in general. In total,
nine males and eight females
ranging from 18 to 20 years old
responded. When surveyed,
four out of the six 18-year-old
females said they think either
being on birth control or having
the guy use a condom is enough
protection. But according to the
Health Canada website, “most
contraceptive devices will not
protect a person from sexually
transmitted infections (STI), so
in order to prevent the transmis-
sion of STI, including HIV, the
use of a condom with another
method of contraception is rec-
ommended. This is referred to
as dual protection.”

All of the 19-year-old males
and 66 per cent of thel8-year-
old females surveyed are sexu-
ally active. These students also

Although some students
wish to pursue sexual activity
without the extra protection of
both a condom and birth con-
trol, most make the conscien-
tious decision to use both meth-
ods. This has been proven to
work more effectively. As one
Laurier student said, “you are
responsible for both your ac-
tions and inactions at whatever
age you are. So you might as
well act your age and make ac-
